REQUIREMENTS: 
 
28 Field Range set up in two 14 target units, staked for field and hunter rounds 
 
The host club must furnish an adult to chaperone cub shooters – one for every four cubs. 
 
NFAA OFFICIAL TARGET FACES ARE TO BE USED FOR THE TOURNAMENT. 
 
Must glue paper targets on cardboard. 
 
Provide drinking water at a minimum of each 14 targets.

Professional:  $55.00 ($30.00 pro purse in addition to registration fee)
