5-4. Action in time of emergency arising in death or resignation of Secretary/Treasurer, Chairperson or N.F.A.A. Director. An
emergency meeting or individual contact of each member of the I.LA.A. Board of Directors where the entire situation is discussed and
decision of the I.A.A. Board is final to fill unexpired term within ten days.
