                   CONSTITUTION OF


THE ILLINOIS STATE ARCHERY ASSOCIATION





PREAMBLE





In order to create an organized State Archery Association, unbiased to any of our great and flexible sport, we the archers of Illinois, have banded together into an Association and have adopted the following constitution for the guidance of ourselves and our officers.





	ARTICLE I





The name of this organization shall be the Illinois Archery Association, indicated in abbreviation as; I.A.A., a National Field Archery Association affiliate, a not for profit organization.





	ARTICLE II


	The Purpose





The purpose of the I.A.A. shall be:


To encourage and promote to the best of its ability organized archery in all its forms in the State of Illinois.


To coordinate activities and enforce rules standardized by the N.F.A.A. for archery competition.


To represent the archers of Illinois in their dealings with the N.F.A.A. and before the various governments and governmental agencies in the State of Illinois.	ARTICLE III


	Membership





Individual active membership in the I.A.A. shall consist of:


those archers who live in Illinois and who pay their dues as provided in Article IV;  


                 and


those archers who live outside Illinois, and who pay their dues as provided in Article IV. (See N.F.A.A. Constitution, Article III, #9).


A member with 10 years membership in I.A.A upon reaching age 65 may apply for a retired life membership in  the IAA. A retired life member shall retain full membership privileges, and shall pay no membership dues to the IAA.


Honorary Life Membership may be granted by unanimous vote of the Board of Directors for unusual meritorious service in the interest of Archery. An Honorary Life Member shall retain full membership privileges, and shall pay no membership dues to the IAA


Loss of membership shall be automatic for failure to pay membership dues prior to renewal date marked on the members classification card. Membership may also be revoked by a 2/3 vote of the Board of Directors for:


failure to abide by or enforce Constitution 


        by-laws of the I.A.A.,


or


conduct detrimental to the interest of   


Archery.


The I.A.A. shall be comprised of four divisions: Bowhunting, Field, Target and Pro.


Charters of affiliation with the I.A.A. shall be issued to all clubs approved by the Board of Directors. Affiliation may be obtained by unanimous written approval of the Board of Directors. If not unanimous, a special meeting will be called by the chairperson. Two thirds majority of quorum will constitute approval or disapproval. Board of Directors shall act on club affiliation within thirty days of receipt of application and fees by secretary and treasurer.





	ARTICLE V


	Fees and Dues





There shall be paid to the secretary and treasury annual dues for membership as set forth by the Board of Directors, annual dues shall include membership in Field, Target and Bowhunting Divisions of the I.A.A. plus the N.F.A.A.


All I.A.A. Pro Division members shall pay 


I.A.A. Pro Division Dues.


All I.A.A. Pro Division members automatically become members of Field, Target and Bowhunting Divisions on a Pro status.


Club affiliation renewal shall be effected by completion of form of application as prescribed by the Board of Directors and a payment of a fee as set by the Board of Directors paid on a yearly basis. After a sixty day grace period, club re-affiliation is required. (See Article III-par. 6). Affiliation shall entitle a club to publicity in the I.A.A. news bulletin, to representation at I.A.A. conventions, to enter teams in I.A.A. team tournaments, accessibility to N.F.A.A. insurance and to other privileges as may be granted by the Board of Directors.





	ARTICLE V


	Officers





The governing body of the Association shall be a Board of Directors.


The Chairperson of the Board and the N.F.A.A.  State Director shall hold office for two years.


The Board of Directors shall consist of the President of each division and Vice President of each division, as well as the N.F.A.A. State Director.


The terms of office of the elected president and vice president shall be two years, November 1 to October 31, of alternating years. No member of the board may hold more than one office on the I..A.A Board at one time.


Nomination for elected office must be made in writing to the I.A.A. Secretary by an I.A.A. member, to include name and position sought or desired. All positions to be filled must be published in the April edition of the I..A.A. Bulletin.


Each nominee (an I.A.A. Member) for an office elected by the general membership must be nominated by July 1, and shall be required to submit his or her qualifications to the secretary/treasurer for publication prior to election. Failure to do so shall be construed as declining the nomination.


Duties of Officers:


Election and duties of chairperson:


The chairperson shall be elected by the members of the Board of Directors from outside their membership as soon as practical after their own election. The election shall be conducted by the secretary/treasurer by mail vote of the members of the board.


The chairperson shall preside at all I.A.A. Board of Directors meetings, and Annual Conventions in accordance with Robert’s Rules of Order.


The chairperson shall appoint standing and special committees.


The chairperson shall not have a vote except to break a tie.


The chairperson shall conduct other duties as directed by the I.A.A. Board of Directors.


The chairperson shall appoint a rules and interpretations committee subject to approval by the Board of Directors. (Three members-one from each zone, term to be negotiated).





ARTICLE VI


Meetings





The Board of Directors shall hold an annual meeting as soon as practical after all Divisions of the Association have elected their officers and the election of the Chairperson of the Board as hereinafter provided





There shall be a second meeting immediately preceding the I.A.A. Convention. This meeting shall include the Boards of each Division. Each member of each Division may be recognized by the Chairperson, but will have no vote.





Special I.A.A. Board meetings may be called by the Chairperson or three members of the Board by written notice to all Board Members with a minimum of ten days notice.





Action in time of emergency arising in death or resignation of Secretary/Treasurer, Chairperson or N.F.A.A Director. An emergency meeting or individual contact of each member of the I.A.A. Board of Directors where the entire situation is discussed and decision of the I.A.A. Board is final to fill unexpired term within ten days.





At no time shall an I.A.A. Board member be excluded from an I.A.A. Board meeting. 





There shall be at least one additional I.A.A. Board meeting each year. The time and place to be decided by the I.A.A. Board of Directors at the convention meeting.





	ARTICLE VII


   Selection and duties of Secretary/Treasurer





The secretary/treasurer of the I.A.A. shall be hired by the Board of Directors. This position will be reviewed annually.


The secretary/treasurer shall:


Conduct and coordinate the affairs of the Association in accordance with the programs, policies and budgets as established by the Board of Directors.


Organize and operate the administrative offices of the I.A.A.


Assure proper publication of official notices, reports, attest documents and keep archives of the I.A.A.


Assure the proper publication of any officially adopted information by the Board of Directors or Division Presidents.


Assure the proper publication of promotional literature.


Assure an adequate book of accounts of the I.A.A.


Furnish monthly and annual financial reports to the Board of Directors.


Deposit all moneys to the credit of the I.A.A.





ARTICLE VIII


Formation of new Divisions





Any group of archers desiring to promote a field or phase of archery may petition the Board of Directors for recognition as a division of the I.A.A. The petition shall set forth the proposed Constitution and by-laws including name, purpose, proposed program of activities and reasons and need for a separate Division. If the petition is approved by a majority of members of the Board, the Division shall thereby be established and its President and Vice President admitted to the Board of Directors.





	ARTICLE IX


   	Purpose and activities of a Division





The purpose of a division shall be the promotion of its specific field of archery by holding tournaments or scheduling archery events; by recording the performance in various events and by transmitting results to the secretary/treasurer of the I.A.A.  The Division shall formulate rules and regulation governing competition and submit same to the Board of Directors for approval. The Board of Directors may request reconsideration of any rule or regulation by a Division; but the Board may withhold approval of such rules, after a reconsideration by the Division, only when it is considered to be detrimental to archery as a whole.





Changes on the original Division Constitution shall be treated in the same manner as rules and regulations above.





A current copy of each Divisional Constitution and by-laws must be made available to the I.A.A.

	ARTICLE X


	Amendments





This constitution may be amended in the following manner:


     (a). Amendments shall be submitted to the 


           Board of Directors. The Board of Directors     


           shall after discussion of the proposed 


           amendment among themselves and securing the        


           agreement of the sponsor for any necessary 


           editing, shall submit the proposition to the 


           membership by mail, together with statements, 


            pro and con, which may be unsigned. Upon 


           receiving a 2/3 majority vote of those replying,    


           postmarked by the 15th. of the month following          


           publication of the ballot, it shall become an     


           amendment to the constitution.


      b). The secretary/treasurer shall maintain a 


           Master Copy of the Constitution and shall     


           make  amendments as have been voted by the 


          membership of the association. Such copy shall  


          be published annually in the I.A.A. Bulletin.


      c). The Association shall not be required to take 


           more than one mail vote annually on 


           Constitution Amendments unless authorized by 


           the Board of Directors.


The Constitution may be revised and updated by a committee appointed by the Chairperson. After the committee has completed revising and updating the entire constitution, it is treated as an amendment as outlined in a, b, and c, of this article.





                      BY-LAWS of 


THE ILLINOIS ARCHERY ASSOCIATION





	ARTICLE  I


              	Annual Meeting





The fiscal year of the I.A.A. shall be from January 1 to December 31.





	ARTICLE II


	Division Financing





All monies generated by Divisional functions shall be forwarded to the secretary/treasurer for deposit in the general fund. Operating capital will be provided from the I.A.A. general fund upon approval of a budget submitted to the Board of Directors and secretary/treasurer.





Each division shall submit a budget for publication and approval at the Board of Directors meeting immediately following election of officers.





	ARTICLE III


Annual Tournaments





The dates of the annual Championship Tournaments and other various division shall be set at the Board meeting immediately following election of officers in order to avoid conflicts among the various divisions or other National or Sectional events.


A club invitational shoot scheduled on the dates of Pro, Field, Target or Bowhunting Divisional Championship Tournaments will not be listed or advertised in the bulletin or flier inserted therein.





	ARTICLE IV


Inception of the Illinois Archery Association





The present I.A.A. as of 1949, shall become the Target division of the new I.A.A.


The present reorganization committee consisting of : F.A. George, Clay Wood, P.E. Baldwin, Ernest C. Root, A.M. Buswell, under the Chairmanship of A.G. Russell, shall act as the Board of Directors of the Association until such time as the duly elected Board of Directors is organized. (This article is retained from the previous by-laws for historical purpose.)





ARTIVLE V





The secretary/treasurer shall have a surety bond.





ARTICLE VI





By-laws may be amended by the same method as covered by Article X of the constitution.





	ARTICLE VII


	Annual Convention





On the last Sunday in February of each year, or on such other date as may be specially designated for a particular year by the Board of Directors, there shall be held a club convention, consisting of meetings of club delegates for each division and such joint meetings as may be designed by the Board of Directors.





Delegates to the Division meetings may cast 1 vote for the first 10 I.A.A. members or fraction thereof and 1 vote for each 10 I.A.A. members thereafter to a maximum of 5, as of 30 days prior to Convention. All delegates shall be I.A.A. members.





Delegates shall have no power to amend the Constitution and by-laws, but may propose and debate such amendments for later action by the Board and possible membership vote. All questions of policy or procedure not requiring such amendments may be decided by such delegates, provided such question shall have been included in an agenda published in the official publication of the I.A.A. prior to such convention. Agenda items must be mailed to the secretary/treasurer and postmarked no later than October 15th. annually.


	


ARTICLE VIII





All clubs will teach archery to youth and adult alike (safety, method of shooting, hunting, hunting laws). Archery clubs will be open to visitors and new archers alike.





	ARTICLE IX


     Rules and Interpretation Committee





Members shall review and implement all policies, procedures and agenda items annually.


The Rules and Interpretation committee shall be responsible for review of all agenda items to determine if the item should go to the Board of Directors as a constitutional amendment or be submitted to the general membership as a rules change for vote at the convention. The committee shall review the proposed agenda items and secure the agreement of the sponsor for any necessary editing, shall submit the item for publication in the official bulletin prior to the annual convention.


Members shall formulate the I.A.A. Archers Handbook, and additions to this book.
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
